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SAVE  OUR  SHROPSHIRE  VILLAGES 
from housing shock and over-development 
For the past few years the planning system in Shropshire has been ineffective because Shropshire Council's Site Allocations and Management of Development SAMDev plan was not in place.  Hundreds of unwanted new houses have been have been granted permission in numerous villages across Shropshire and many more villages are still under the threat of this type of "housing shock". 
Last year an Appeal Inspector allowed 25 new houses at The Cross in West Felton which is a village that is fully protected under the SAMDev rules since it has Open Countryside status that strictly limits the number of new market houses to zero until 2026.  Despite having this protection, permission has already been granted for a total of 60 new homes so far in this village and there are applications pending for even more houses there. 

Now that the SAMDev plan is in place West Felton Parish Council is campaigning to urge Shropshire Council to adhere strictly to the agreed SAMDev limits not just for applications in West Felton but in all Shropshire villages so that from now on no new housing is granted that is contrary to the expressed wishes of the local inhabitants and their town and parish councils.
