OPENNESS REGULATIONS 2014 

1.
New Rights to use any media to record and/or film Parish Council Meetings:  
 a.
Basically any member of the public now has the right to use any modern media such as smart phones and other devices to record and broadcast the content of our meetings. 
 b.
However confidential items in closed sessions still can not be recorded by any means. 
2.
New Duty for the Parish Clerk to publish his significant executive decisions: 
(a) the date the decision was taken; 
(b) a record of the decision taken along with reasons for the decision;

(c) details of alternative options, if any, considered and rejected; and

(d) where the decision falls under paragraph (2)(a), the names of any member of the relevant

local government body who has declared a conflict of interest in relation to the decision.

 e.
The Act makes it clear that the Clerk does NOT need to publish any of his routine executive decisions such as streetlight maintenance and burial ground administration. 

 f.
Our Clerk makes NO significant executive decisions because all WFPC policies and procedures are determined by Parish Council resolutions and NOT by the Clerk.

TRANSPARENCY CODE 2015       as from 1 April 2015 
1.
There is now a new duty for Parish Councils to publish on a website this information: 
 a.
Items costing £100+ with date, purpose, amount, unrecoverable VAT. 
 b.
End of Year Accounts. 
 c.
Annual Governance Statement  as listed on the Annual Return Form. 
 d.
Internal Audit Report  and/or relevant page of the Annual Return Form. 
 e.
List of Councillor Responsibilities   now added to our List of Parish Councillors. 

 f.
Land and Building Assets  as included on our List of Assets. 
 g.
Draft Minutes from Parish Council meetings to be published within one month and: 

 h.
Agendas and associated papers for meetings at least three clear days before meetings.

West Felton Parish Council already routinely publishes on its own free public access ShropNet website ALL of the above information in a clear and timely manner and so 


I advise that WFPC already conforms to this new code and the updated regulations.
