Proposed 35 Houses Scheme  on land North of Tedsmore Road:  Cllr Steve Haworth reported on various ongoing events and he stated that this land is High Grade Agricultural Land Grade 3.  DEFERRED to 142

LATE Planning Applications  received at the Parish Office after the distribution of this agenda:  

Proposed 25 Houses Scheme  on land at The Cross:  14/00133/OUT  Galliers Homes  WFPC STRONGLY OBJECTS to this plan because it is unsustainable for these reasons:  exacerbating existing traffic problems,  insufficient infrastructure in the village, no places in the village school, insufficient professional jobs in the village creating extra travelling and increased carbon footprint also leading to a dormitory village scenario, adverse environmental effects upon this feeding ground for many wild species including endangered birds, loss of prime agricultural land.  Additional reasons for WFPC'S STRONG OBJECTION are as follows: the volume impact of all these houses being built all at the same time would have an adverse effect upon the existing village community and village life, it would also be contrary to the expressed wishes of the vast majority of the local inhabitants, and it negates our SAMDev status of Open Countryside.
