Rednal Industrial Estate  14/00647/FUL  Change of use to a waste crushing facility to create aggregates: 

WFPC has SERIOUS CONCERNS not about the site itself but about the fact that the access road to the site is already inadequate and Cllrs agreed with the concerns from Queens Head residents in this Open Forum. So the Clerk will ask SC Planners for a DELAY to arrange a Site Meeting with SC Roads Officers at the Queens Head straight mile junction to discuss improvements to the road, road markings, the street lighting, the junction layout, plus a survey of the bridge and a review of the times of operation.  The Clerk will also investigate the possibility of using the already allocated £10,000 s106 money towards road improvements.

Behind Dovaston Court  14/00734/OUT  new access to a proposed new residential site for 32 new houses 

making a total of 92 proposed new houses for West Felton village.  WFPC STRONGLY OBJECTS to this third large housing scheme for the village on grounds similar to its objection to the 25 new houses proposed across the Holyhead Road from this site.
