Ineffective Street Lighting  on Fox Lane:  new Light-4 on Willows Crescent: a quote of £600+VAT for a Full Street Design from SC Officer Jason Hughes was rejected as being far too expensive.  All AGREED 
     b.
However Andy Vaughan's quote of £510+VAT for a replacement steel column 24w LED light for the new car park seemed reasonable so the Clerk will ask SP for a connection quote and Cllr Dianne Barnes will ask residents around the car park if they have any objections to this refurbishment scheme.  DEFERRED to 144 
5.6
Improvements to access drive  up to the new "Rose Bed Car Park" at the Willows Crescent bungalows: 

The Clerk will ask SC Roads to Mark the kerbs to the entrance with reflecting strips or paint and to Splay the access drive right back to the entrance to enable drivers to turn around in the car park instead of having to reverse out into the street and to finish the re-surfacing of the whole area and driveway.
