Initial View of Budget-14 for next Year 2013-14   Static Option A  Ian's suggested Precept-14  =  £17,500. 


It was felt that Precept-14 should NOT be reduced so Ian will prepare two options of Budget-14 as follows: 
   →
Static Option (A) amended  to freeze Precept-14 at £17,619  holding "Parish Tax" at £29.36 per household: 

   →
2.5% Growth Option (B)  Precept-14 up by £381 to £18,000  so Parish Tax rises 64p to £30 per household. 
Note:
Cllr Steve Haworth felt that the Clerk's Hours should go up from ten to twelve hours a week see Min 3.6b ↑ so both options show Clerk's gross Pay-14 increased by 20% from £5,200 to £6,240.  DEFERRED to 12D

AGREED unanimously

Meetings Schedule 2013  The value of preserving our long established fourth Thursdays except December was compared to the merits of an unvarying schedule of every second Thursday e.g: no December anomaly, reaching more deadlines e.g: plannings and parish mag, plus a much easier completion of the financial year.

Cllr Steve Haworth reported that the Highway Agency have been informed to repair the tarmac at the junction of Holyhead Road and the A5 at the Weirbrook end of the village.  NOTED 
     b.
Steve also reported that Highways Agency were told of the Enigma Restaurant at Shotatton Crossroads being for sale. It was suggested that the Highways Agency might want to consider purchasing the land for a roundabout.  Highways Agency have replied to say that the land is already owned by Shropshire Council so they can build a Shotatton A5 Roundabout.   Further consideration of this item is DEFERRED to Mtg 12D.

The Chairman reported that an editorial note has been added at the bottom of WFPC News Report 12O to the effect that although the Magazine Committee had decided to omit two Parish Councillors' names from the published report nevertheless the names of the two Councillors could be obtained from WFPC's Clerk.
