Proposed New BMX Track  The Clerk tabled a letter of 16 Jan'13 from Rory Galliers of Balfours agents for Tedsmore Estate Trustees stating that the Trustees would NOT permit a BMX track on the field and furthermore they withdrew their previous offer of £2000 for WFPC towards play equipment.  NOTED 
     b.
The Trustees also claim that WFPC had not consulted the local community sufficiently over WFPC opting for a SAMDev classification of Open Countryside for the entire West Felton Parish and they asked WFPC for an informal meeting to discuss their long term plans for developing the land North of Tedsmore Road.

Councillors felt that they had consulted many local people and carefully considered all aspects of SAMDev before opting for Open Countryside status so the Clerk was instructed to inform Rory that WFPC members will be pleased to meet informally with the Trustees so both parties can clarify their positions.  AGREED
