Mark's statement was strongly disputed by Cllr Chris Jones who suggested this idea so WFPC will now keep a watch on this application.  ONGOING

1. Conflict with our Parish Plan. 2. Not complying with the SAMDev Policy. 3. Loss of important Wildlife Habitats. 

4.  Loss of valuable High Quality Agricultural Land.   5.  The development does not Preserve or Enhance the area.  


6.  Road System is Inadequate.  7. Prejudicial to Highway Safety.  8. Over Development - Excessive Bulk or Scale. 

9. Contrary to the wishes of the local inhabitants.  10. Local services e.g: the school cannot cope with 50 new houses.

Burial Ground  WFPC approval for Chris Wheeler to control rabbits:  under these terms and instructions:  

Chris Wheeler attended this meeting and explained that he controls rabbits by shooting with an air rifle with permission from the police and the landowners. As owner of the Burial Ground WFPC gave Chris Wheeler permission to shoot rabbits without any payment providing he obtained 3rd Party Insurance and written police permission and he always operated with no danger to any members of the public.  APPROVED
