14/02430/VAR  Abbotsmore Wind Turbine: request for another 2 years delay in start-date to 3 Aug'16: 

WFPC OBJECTS to any such delay and prefers this application to "time out" so it will then need to be re-submitted and reconsidered in the light of the latest government guidance on wind turbines. WFPC is also mindful of the considerable widespread local opposition to this proposal at the time it was first submitted and WFPC feels that a re-submission will give locals the chance to re-state their concerns. £10,000 ring-fenced for Road Improvements   Straight Mile junction at Queens Head: WFPC now awaits Mark Wootton's Report from the Site Meeting regarding the spending of the £10,000 listed in the Local Plan which WFPC feels could well be focused on widening the dangerous Straight Mile junction at Queens Head plus a complete reinstating of the road at that point to avoid the endless pointless and wasteful temporary patching repairs which are invariably torn out by heavy vehicles before the week is out.
