However WFPC notes that Mark fails to address several other serious concerns discussed at his site visit such as poor signage near the site, the unsociable timing of lorry movements;  and above all the desperate situation of the continual damage to the road surface at the junction at Queens Head.   For all these reasons the Clerk will email SC Planners and confirm WFPC's continuing STRONG OBJECTION to this plan until such time as SC and the applicant give us convincing assurances that these problems will now be addressed.
