14/00133   25 houses at The Cross  WFPC objection to appeal decision:  The Clerk has not yet received a reply to his email of 17.01.16 to SC Leader Malcolm Pate copied to many SC Officers urging SC to strictly enforce SAMDev settlement guidelines particularly West Felton's Open Countryside status.  The Clerk will now send a Reminder-1 asking for a reply and SC Cllr Steve Charmley will follow this up.   All AGREED 
     b.
Cllr David Curtis reminded members that the plan has stringent conditions which any developer must obey.

In a closely related planning matter WFPC welcomes SC's recent decision to REFUSE Plan 15/03171/OUT 12 Houses by Dovaston Court: because it endorses West Felton's Open Countryside status.  All AGREED

15/05619/REM  35 New Houses off Tedsmore Road:  reserved matters for mixed residential development: 

     a.
Cllr David Curtis pointed out that this plan conforms precisely to the OUTLINE plan already granted by SC. 

     b.
Cllrs accept that this plan offers the lowest housing density of all new housing developments in West Felton. 

     c.
Cllrs would have welcomed smaller bungalows but acknowledge that this would increase housing density. 

     d.
A high solid fence between the houses and the open green space would assist privacy and noise reduction. 

     e.
NO OBJECTIONS were raised about layout, scale or appearance of the houses but WFPC still OBJECTS in principle to any plan that disregards West Felton's Open Countryside status as this one does.  All AGREED
